Ch. Abelson’s called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM

Discussion Correspondence:

Girard Estates

Ch. Abelson 
Girard Estates is trying to maximize the open space in the development. They are not changing any structures or any drainage calculations, no more impervious surface then there was before the only thing they are doing is maintaining a larger buffer and restricting the placement of the houses. They are leaving more of a buffer area for the neighbors because they were really worried about that. There will be less tree cutting.  I talked to SRPEDD and they did not think it was required to do a new submittal on something like that because a new submittal would have either a change in lot sizes, changes to the drainage system or structures and they are not doing any of that. All they are doing is maintaining more open space.

D. Viera
Do we have any documents on that?

D. Benson
Holmes Engineering did a drainage review. 

Ch Abelson
I said I would call SRPEDD that is where we left it. There is a whole new plan submitted. I talked to Brian Dunn the engineer at Fuss and O’Neil that did the drawing I also at talked and Sandy at SRPEDD they said they did not require a new submittal because there are no road or drainage changes. Basically it is being more restrictive to where the houses will be placed. Making more open space behind the houses.

D. Benson
Open space went from a 45% to 50%.  A 5% increase.

Ch Abelson
Let’s make a vote to sign the plan. We did approve it pending the contacting SRPEDD, but we should have a motion to approve the revised plans for Girard Estates.


Dave Viera made motion to approve the revised plans for Girard Estates seconded by Doug Benson and so voted unanimously.

Parking Plan: 685 Fall River Ave. Vargas/Garcia
Paul Carlson: 
For the record my name is Paul Carlson I represent the applicant David Vargas for 685 Fall River Ave. Last time we were before this board the applicant was asked to go before the ZBA to discus what was discussed at the previous/ approved Zoning Board meeting. Both applicants are here and are the owners of the property. The ZBA as you are aware did determine that they were allowed two offices and storage and/or warehouse on the second floor. And in the event that they are looking to expand the business they would go back before the Zoning Board for expanded use. However, what we have done for this parking plan is anticipate, the potential of the expansion of this building, again it is more for the owners to get it done once, knowing full well that they would have to comply with the board for any further expansions and making sure we have enough parking for any new uses that would come in. What we have at this present time is a total number of spaces for 25 we picked up a couple additional parking spaces for the two family which we had as two single parking spaces but, we bumped it up to add an additional 4 spaces. As you all know it is more than adequate for the actual uses for the two offices.

D. Benson
Are you still in compliance with the open space with the area around?

P. Carlson
Yes, with adding these additional three spaces we still maximize well beyond that landscaped area.

D. Kinniburgh
So, there will be two offices?

P. Carlson
Yes

D.Kinniburgh Who will occupy the warehouse upstairs?

P. Carlson
Down below, will be for Vargas’s supplies.

D.Kinniburgh 
If they have employees working upstairs don’t they need it to be handicapped accessible?

D Benson 
Not to supply the office. If it is open to the public it has to be handicap accessible.

P.Carlson
Certain size buildings do not require it. However there are provisions in the building for and elevator and we do have sidewalks and entrances into the building for handicap accessibility and an entrance for an elevator.

D.Kinniburgh 
What if someone decides to own and operate out of an upstairs office and you  have employees, you can have all you want set up for it but you have to have it in place. You have to have that elevator, you have to have a way for someone to get to the second floor. Are people from the public going to have to get up to the second floor? 

P. Carlson 
I’m sure they could supply or provide an area down below for any handicap accessibility. There is nothing in the law in this State that says they have to have that as long as they maintain a certain area for handicap accessibility.

D. Kinniburgh
 Neal, I would want to have it investigated more.

Ch. Abelson 
Yes we can. I’m just looking at the parking plan right now.

D. Viera
I suggest that it is very tight parking. The building itself is larger than what it was and everyone says the footprint is the same but he did put a second floor on the building. The first floor is going to be storage the second floor is going to be two offices that we know of and the possibility of expansion, together with an approval of a parking plan of up to 25 cars. I would like to see, if all spaces are to be utilized it would only be and if in fact they did go back in front of the ZBA to increase or to expand there business. I have a problem approving the parking plan in it far exceeds what they need for what is proposed right now and that would be storage on the first floor and two offices on the second floor. Because once we approve this parking plan it’s gone.

P. Carlson
It still has to have to approved by Building Inspector. It is a financial burden in not complying or not approving this at this time. I think my client was looking at getting all this done in one shot but we can certainly comply just by delineating the appriorate number of spaces for what we have. 

N. Abelson 
Are vehicles going to be stored on the property? I mean their trucks to be parked outside the building at night?

P.Carlson
Yes, their vehicles will be parked there. Office will have have 7 employees

Ch. Abelson
The offices are only going to have one employee each?

P. Carlson
 7 employees counted for.

D. Viera 
There is no retail going on here at all right?

P. Carlson
That is correct.

D. Viera
So there are seven employees. But yet we are looking at a parking plan for 25 parking spaces. I just have an issue with that and that the parking real tight.

Ch. Abelson:
It is very visible so if they did try and open a retail space they would not be able to do so without us knowing.

D. Viera:
My experience is that once they do it now what do you do. It would take a court order court action to get them out of there. That’s not going to happen.

Ch. Abelson: 
Yes, but we cannot legally penalize them for wanting to have more spots than they need. You can’t disapprove a plan because they want to have more spots. 

D.Viera:
Can fire fighters access this property? 

Vargas:
With the driveway proposed, off of Fall River Ave. and off of Smith Street.

D. Viera:
Neal did we get anything in writing from the Fire chief?

Ch..Abelson:
Not that we can find

M. Bourque: 
What is the maximum units you can have in that building?

P. Carlson:
 Again the max would be two offices up top and a small retail space in the front similar to the layout of a t- shirt shop, one employee. Again the remaining rear part will still remain as a warehouse space so again we are looking at two offices upstairs and maybe retail, maybe another office downstairs. 

D. Viera:
 No retail at this point, but a strong possibility it could head that way.

Ch.. Abelson
Yes, but they did say they would go back to the ZBA 

P.Carlson
They would have to go the ZBA and would have to go back to Planning Board in order to make sure they comply.

Ch..Abelson
I think it will be easy to see what’s going on there.

M. Bourque 
If you cut it down to the minimum would you be loosing that last row of parking spots? 

P. Carlson
It comes down to if your going to build a certain parking area, it is going to cost the client substanly more just to put on this portion here. I would much rather him build this and not stripe these at least there is designated parking just for the use of who is there but they already incurred the cost they don’t have to worry about it everything is in place the lighting, drainage, so on and forth and they don’t have to come back a second time. 

Ch. Abelson
 I would rather see them have a larger parking lot than they really need. It’s a construction Co. and there are trucks coming in an out. It would be nice to have extra turning space.

D. Viera
Paul you mentioned lighting. What type of lighting do you plan on using?

P.Carlson
Light poles along the outside perimeter of the parking they would be shielded so they would protect any residential properties.

D.Viera
There is no definitive lighting depicted on this plan? 

P.Carlson
Yes, there should be.

D.Viera:
6 lights. 


Ch..Abelson
What’s the proposal?

D. Viera:
I want something in writing from the Fire chief before I approve this.

D.Kinniburgh
 I insist on that checklist.

Ch. Abelson 
It’s not here.

D.Kinniburgh
It’s not here so we don’t vote on it.

P.Carlson:
What checklist is that?

D. Viera 
Because we have had some issues in the past Paul, with not everybody knowing what’s coming down the pike. We had a meeting with the Building Inspector and Town Administrator and we agreed from that point forward we would have a check off sheet where everyone would identify they knew about the project. That way everyone would be on the same page. No more putting the cart before the horse.

Ch..Abelson 
This project was already in the works. That sheet is more for new projects coming up.

D. Benson:
Looks like everyone has checked this, the Board of Health, Building Inspector so the main issue now is that you need a motion that’s approved pending approval from the Fire dept. We need something in writing from Fire dept. I make a motion to approve pending input from the fire dept.

Ch..Abelson 
An O.K.  from the Fire Dept.

D Kinniburgh 
Second

Ch. Abelson 
Motion to second, any further discussion.

D. Viera:
I’m not insulting Paul professionalism but, it’s a real tight spot and I have a problem with 25 spots and the Fire dept. being able to get by and I realize that you just made a motion approve contingent on approval by the Fire Chief but that still is a very tight area.

Ch. Ableson:
You were going to say something Mr.Varags

D.Vargas: 
The Fire Chief already looked over the plan that was originally sent to him.

D. Viera:
That was the building plan I don’t think the parking plan was included.

Ch. Abelson:
We sent the Parking plan to Fire Dept back on 10/17/07. And did not hear back.

D.Viera
Again my concern is, which brought the previous meeting to head is that again the building is already up, no fault of the owners, they are ready to occupy a building and the parking plan is just coming before us now. It is almost like you are forced to approve what’s in front of you because you are holding these guys up. 


Ch. Abelson made a motion to approve seconded by Doug Benson

Letendre Drive Drainage Easement: 

Ch. Abelson 
JR. Chenevert and Sue Mallon went out and inspected the drainage system at Letrendre Dr. on November 28, 2007 found that a drain cover needs to be replaced, storm water unit must be cleaned. The unit was filled the sediment and oil water separator must be cleaned.

K. Studley  
I am Kevin Studly of 27 Letrendre Drive. The drainage easement is on my property and prior to the sediment run off there was a spring on my neighbor’s property and you could always here water running. After the run off you don’t hear the water running anymore. In the drainage easement itself there is very little water running at all.  It was already cleaned out once before Mr. Salite’s house was built, that was the last bond issue for the development. The developer looked at the drainage easement and found it was not up to par and they had to re-do it and dredge it more. So once the builder did that everything was nice and we maintained it. After the sediment run off, it was like beach sand and it just kept coming making it impossible to maintain it anymore. 

D Kinniburgh
Where is this wall that everyone is concerned about?

K. Studley
On my property. When the Town of Seekonk came out to inspect they saw I also had started to build a shed in the drainage easement area. I explained to them that before I bought the property I asked what is a drainage easement? What does it mean? What do I have to do to it? Who maintains it? Do I have to put a fence up? What is my liability? I was told to those answers, anything you put on the drainage easement area has to me moved or we can destroy it, we don’t answer about a fence you would have to talk to a lawyer about that, and as far maintaining it, you maintain it. Those were my answers.

D. Viera
With easements isn’t there a maintenance program?

Ch. Abelson
Once the town accepts the road, I don’t now if the right to the easement goes with it.

D. Viera
 The town doesn’t even have a program to my knowledge, for easement maintenance.

D.Kinniburgh 
But is this wall affecting it?

K. Studley
No it’s not. They’re talking about three boulders a small section we were told we could build the wall. Here are our plans we submitted. 

Ch. Abelson
Most of the wall is buffering the easement. It’s just the front section. That is the problem.

K. Studley
There are three boulders that could easily be removed. 

D.Kinniburgh 
What did Conservation and J.R. say about this?

Ch. Abelson 
They just wanted us to take a look at it and discuss it and see what we want to do about the shed. Which, we want it moved and possibly get the three boulders moved, then it should be fine. The other problem is the drainage.

D.Kinniburgh
Who approved these plans with the retaining wall as it is?

D. Viera
You presented this plan correct?

K. Studley
I built the house it was part of the development those were the official plans we gave to the town.

Ch. Viera
It was approved?

N. Abelson
I think it is a plot plan for his lot than it is an actual approved plan. It’s not a subdivision plan so on the subdivision plan we did not show a retaining wall there. That was something done when he purchased the lot. 

D.Kinniburgh 
Which was not allowed.

Ch. Abelson
You mean put the retaining wall over the easement? No you shouldn’t but it is only three boulders that are easily moved. And his shed is at a point where he could move it.

K.Studley
Yes, it not my first choice but we can move it.

Ch. Abelson
My concern is the drainage system itself.

K.Studley
Yes these gentleman are here from our neighborhood because our road is suppose to be turned over to the town.

Ch. Abelson
The Planning Board will have to have the developer and his engineer come back and in and talk to us and he will have to fix it. If it becomes a huge issue I don’t think the town will fix it the road. The town won’t accept the road until the developer gets it cleaned out. It will have to be inspected again.

K.Studley
 When the silt came down the town did come out talked to the developer and said they would have to clean out the catch basins and they did but nobody went into the drainage easement. There are three manholes in the back. I went out and told them that there is a drainage easement back there and there is a lot of silt. I told   them there were three more to be cleaned and no one went to do it. We were aware when this happened two or three years ago that the drainage system had changed.  Clearly we should have raised a red flag back then now I can’t maintain it and we have man-made wetlands.

N. Abelson 
We will be sending the developer a letter and we will request they come to our next meeting. We will tell them we want it cleaned up and that they are in violation with conservation. because the silt has gotten out into the wetlands

.

K.Studley
For the record he is person who put in the retaining wall. The shed, where do I move it? Again my understanding and my ignorance for not getting approval to build it my understanding when I bought the property was that I could put anything I want there as long as I could move or it would get destroyed when you brought in trucks. 

Ch. Abelson
We want the shed moved.

K. Studley
 I don’t now where to move it the drainage easement is about ¾ of the yard. I don’t know where I would move it. The shed is a good 10 to 20 feet in front of our well I can move it further there is plenty of room for a vehicle to come over this way in between the well and where the shed is now. Even if I even move it forward there is plenty of room for anything to get back there.

Ch. Abelson 
I will talk to Bob Lameroux and have him give us something in writing what he feels should be done because he is the one who will be doing the maintenance on it.  Then I will be in touch with you.

K. Studley
Other issues, 13 trees along the road are dead we don’t now if we are liable for them.

Ch..Abelson
I’ll check the bylaws I’m not sure what the guarantee period is. We will bring this up when we talk to the developer.

K. Studley 
So you are going to get back to me personally about the shed and the drainage easement etc. and you are going to get Mr. Baasch to the next meeting.

I am Mitch Gowans I am here because my property is next to the Bone yard and that is my fence. It was there when I bought my house the prior owner told me it was my fence.

D. Viera
The planters that are proposed in the front I don’t see how that meets the requirements as far as the greenery goes. I don’t see that planters meet that requirement the bylaws pertain to natural growth in the ground and not in a planter.

This is an existing parking plan.

Are you going to do entertainment there?

This is an existing but a small lot and its relationship to residential occupants is close they are right on the line. The fence is part of his property.  The fence to your house is 8 feet. 

M. Gowan

 I am familiar with this lot and It is what is there. Unfortunately.

 I’ve lived there for 10 years and I have prior conversations with the owners and they were adamant that that was my fence. And the reason for this discussion I brought pictures to show how the fence had been hit over the years. So I am asking that they install curb bumpers in accordance with the zoning bylaws.

I will, and I will maintain the fence as well.

M. Gowan
No this is my fence I do not want them to maintain it.

Ch. Abelson
 You will put concrete bumper along the fence.

Owner

Would wood would be O.K.? Pressure treated wood.

Ch. Abelson
Wood would O.K. 

M. Gowan
 Would there be some landscaping?

Ch Abelson
 You need to do something there is no curb cut there so you can drive where you want. We can give you a conditional on the landscaping for the spring.

M. Bourque
 Raised up planter.  Stationary not barrels in that corner. Have a footprint for winter and plant in spring. Get the unit in showing good will to the neighbors.

D. Viera
We are being asked to approve this parking plan now. He can’t plant now and if what if he doesn’t plant in spring? The point is we need to give approval contingent and then the contingent on never happens.

Ch. Abelson
This becomes a hardship it is winter we can’t wait until spring to open the restaurant.

D. Viera
I understand that.

Ch. Abelson
If they put the bed in that would satisfy me.

D. Benson
I agree with Neal.

Owners
We are willing to do anything.

D. Benson
 What would you recommend.

R. Tubman
 What you people have recommended the railroad ties or cement curbs.

Owners
 We will plant flowers and shrubs, we want to be neighborly.

Ch. Abelson
We need to make a recommendation on this.

D. Benson
In my opinion I would approve with a planter in front, with a compliance date of 6/1/, 2008 to get planter in place.

D. Viera
As long it is in compliance with greenery bylaws.

Ch. Abelson
The greenery should start and go to the back of the curb to where the parking stops. Just don’t what anyone to cut through there.

R. Tubman 
I will make the revision on the parking plan.

Ch. Abelson
With that revision and the installation and the parking barriers along the fence I would like to make a motion to approve the Parking Plan and issue a letter to the building inspector to give a temporary C.O. 

D. Kinniburgh
No, no temporary C.O.

Ch. Abelson
If you give a permanent C.O. then they don’t have to do anything. Then you take away any teeth you might have.

A temporary C.O. you can only withdraw if there are issues pertaining to public safety. If they don’t pertain to public safety a temp C.O. means nothing you would not be able to close them up.
